Life Long® Composite Wood Decking (Solid Board) is used as
flooring for exterior balconies, porches, decks, stair treads
and other exterior walking surfaces and shall be limited 1o
residential buildings of Type V=N (UBC) or Type V-B (IBC and
IRC) construction. Life Long® Composite Wood Decking is rot
permited to be used in interior framing applications, such as
truss components, of as joisls, rafters, studs, beams,
columns or posts.

3.0 DESCRIPTION
31 Life Long® Decking:

Life Long® Composite Wood Decking {Salid Board) is a solid
manufactured composite proguct thet consists  of
approximatsly 60 percent woed fiber and 50 percent
polyethylena, Life Long® Compasite Woed Decking (Selid
Board) merbears are designated as nominally ¥/, by 6 inches
{32 by 152 mm) in size.

The deck boards have a flame-spread index of 1&as than
200 whan tested in accordance with ASTM E 84 (UBC
Sandarg 8-1).

3.2 Durability:

Life Long® Composite Wood Decking (Solid Board) material
is equivalent in durability to preservative-treated or naturally
durable lumber when subjected to weathering, termite attack
and other decaying elements. Accordingly, it is permitted to
be used as an alternative io preservative-treated or naturally
durable lumber on decks, Additionally, it is permitied to be
usad in direct contact with the grourd.

4.0 INSTALLATION

Installation shall comply with the manufactursr's published
installation instructions and this report, Where the
manufacturer's published installation instructions differ from
thie report. the report shall govern. The dack boards shall be
installed perpendicular 10 the supports.

4.1 Deck Boards:

The span and decking size recommended by the
manufaciurer aré to be used in lisu of application-gpacific
calculations. The maximum canter-to-center joist spacing for
Lifs Long Decking is 1€ inches (406 mm) and is based on a
fully loaded single span with @ maximum deflection of L/180
and a maximum uniform load of 100 psf (4.9 kPa). Decking
ehall be securely fasienad perpendicular to each supporting
member and installed flatwise. The allowable valuas are
based on use at a maximum air temperature of 125°F (82°C).

Life Long® Composite Waoed Decking (Solid Board) shall be
installed with a minimum of '/, inch (3 mm) of space between
boards, to permit adequate drainage, anda minimum ¥ g-inch
(5 mm) epace ghall be provided at each end in accordance
with the manufacturer's publighed installation instructions. Lire
Long® Composite Wood Decking (Solid Board) shall not be
attached to any solid surface or watertight flooring systems,
such as sheathing, walerprocf membranes, concrele, roof
decks or patios.

4.2 Stair Treads:

The maximum span for Life Long Decking as siair treads s
12 inches (305 mm) and is based on a fully loaded single
span with @ maximum deflection cf L/180 and a maximum
concentrated load of 300 pounds (136 kg). Stair treads shall
be sacurely fastened perpendicular t6 each supporting
member and (nstatled flalwise.

4.3 Fasteners:

Fasteners for Life Long Decking shall be No. 8 by 2'/-inch-
long (64 mm), pan head dec' screws threaded approximately
70 percent of the length of the shank, and having a 0.333-
inch-diameter (8.5 mm) head. The fasteners shall be
Installed at a rate of two screws per joist and stair stringer on
each deck board.
